Snow and Ice Removal Reminder 
 

Now that the snow is starting to fall, please remember 
that it is the responsibility of every property owner to 
ensure that the sidewalks adjoining their property are 
kept clear of snow, ice, dirt and other obstructions. This 
means the whole width of the sidewalk, cleared down 
to bare pavement, including driveway sidewalks.   

Place snow back onto your property.  
 

If you fail to clear your sidewalk within the  
48 hour time frame after a snowfall,  

Public Works will clear your sidewalk at a  
minimum charge of $50.00 per incident.  

 

 Any electrical cord over a sidewalk shall be erected at 
least 2.5 meters above the sidewalk and in no event 
shall an electrical cord be laid across the sidewalk.  

Fines will apply.
